Effort No substitution for hard work!

• Measure effort in hours of 
independent study a week. 

• Top performing GCSE students are 
doing 15+ hours a week at home 
(2 hours a night and 5 hours at 
the weekend)

• Lowest performing are doing less 
than 3 hours a week.





SYSTEMS (Organisation)



In an age of digital distractions, 
parents and guardians can aid 
their child's revision by creating a 
calm, distraction-free 
environment.

Multiple studies have shown that 
the mere presence of a phone can 
cause a 20% decline in 
performance – even if students 
don’t use it. 

Current research suggests 
listening to music does not always 
help as adverts are a distraction!
